Who Do You Think You Are?

When I was about twelve years old, I learned the hard way to be careful of asking the question “Who
do you think you are?” At age twelve, | was chafing a bit at
having my older brother and sisters being put in charge of taking
| care of me when my parents were gone. | was certain that | was
perfectly capable of taking care of myself and my slightly older
brother and sisters seemed all too bossy in the discharge of their
duties. One of my older sisters told me to do something which |

. did not want to do, and I snapped back, “Who do you think you
are anyway? Who made you the boss of me?” From the doorway behind me my father’s voice
answered, “I did, and if you know what’s good for you, you’ll do what you’re told.” My jealousy,
pride and stubbornness caused me more trouble than they were worth.

In the readings today, we encounter the people of Israel and Jesus’ disciples learning the same lesson I
began to learn when I was twelve. As the people of Israel settle into their new way of being God’s
people, the work of guiding and accompanying them requires that more people be involved. God has
Moses call the whole people together to witness this sharing of his power and authority. Two men,
Eldad and Medad, for some reason are absent from the gathering, but God pours out his Spirit upon
them, and they began to prophesy in the Lord’s name. In alarm, one person reports to Moses that these
two absentees have begun to proclaim God’s goodness, even though they are not part of the assembly
of elders. It is clear from the context that this person wants Moses to order them to stop. Surprisingly,
Moses rejoices and exclaims that it would be a great gift if all people were filled with the presence of
the Lord. In the Gospel the disciples ask Jesus to prohibit those not of their chosen band from
proclaiming his message or from performing mighty deeds in his name. Jesus, like Moses, calls the
disciples out of jealousy and protection of their own importance. He rejoices that his message and
power are spreading out like water on thirsty ground. Jesus warns them that every disciple is to keep
watch over his or her actions. His seemingly extreme commands for avoiding sin, are a reminder to
them that their actions and ways of being will guide them either to salvation or condemnation.

When we are tempted to hoard the Good News or to guard our own privilege, we are treading on
dangerous ground. Jesus calls us all to careful examination of our own motives and urges. Humble
awe before the generosity of God is more important than the jealousy we might feel as that generosity
is poured out on others. As I learned a long time ago, be careful when you want to say, “Who do you
think you are?”
